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Praise God for the things He has done. 
• Praise admires the individual behind the accomplishment. 

 
Worship God for the things He is doing. 

• True worship is the connection of the human heart to the person of God. 
• True worship is the outward expression of the inward acknowledgement of 

God. 
• True worship is the response of the soul to the attributes and activities of a 

holy God. 
• Worship is more about what comes out of your heart than what comes out of 

your mouth. 
• True worship is far more about experience than it is about expression. 

 
Exalt God for the things He is going to do. 

• Modernize the song that your soul lifts up before God, the Lord of heaven and 
earth. 

 
The meaning of Aggiornamento is to bring up to date or modernize.
